
New! Personal, Social, Health Education Training for professionals other than Teachers and Nurses
The DCSF PSHE Continued Professional Development Programme has been running successfully in Surrey for the past 7 years. Until now this professional development has only been available for teachers and school nurses; September 2009 sees the launch of this accreditation for professionals other than teachers and nurses.
The National PSHE CPD Programme provides a valuable opportunity for teachers, community nurses and now external contributors such as Connexions advisers, youth workers and drug education providers to develop their knowledge, understanding and teaching and learning skills in the delivery of PSHE in schools and other settings. It aims to:
· improve the competence and confidence of those delivering and supporting PSHE

· raise the quality of teaching and learning in PSHE to improve the knowledge, understanding and skills of children and young people

· provide accredited recognition for individuals’ knowledge, experience and skills related to teaching, learning and practice within PSHE

During this 12 month programme you will have the opportunity to attend training days, support sessions and work independently to collate a portfolio evidencing your PSHE practice and thinking. Successful completion of the portfolio will lead to a Certificate of Professional Practice accredited by Roehampton University. All participants who successfully complete the programme will automatically receive 30 credits at HE1.
If you contribute to delivering a sustained programme of PSHE to children or young people in a school or other setting and have been doing this for at least one year you may be eligible to join the programme.
